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Once Again, the Town of Hickory Creek Has Been Blessed   
 

It has taken over a year to negotiate the price on the old Town Hall, Animal 
Shelter, and Public Works building located on I35. The Town Council, Town 
Attorney, City Manager and I have negotiated and re-negotiated the worth of 
the property with TxDOT. Many meetings have taken place over the last year. 
Finally, the deal was struck. TxDOT agreed to pay our town $ 1,301,389.00  for 
the property. The town received our first check on March 31,2010, for the 
amount of $1,183,081.00. Unbelievable! The rest of the balance will paid in the 
months to come.  
 

The arrival of this check will allow us to pay cash to construct the new animal 
shelter instead of bonds or loans. In addition, the town council decided on the 
purchase of 2 new police cars. I would like to thank Councilman Eric Wiser on 
his persistence with TxDOT. Councilman Wiser was patient and kept the    
council and me updated on every move.  
 

Our townôs financial standing has been strong. While this payment from TxDOT 
gives our town additional ñcash in the bankò, the council and I will continue to 
closely monitor our budget maintaining our conservative approach. This will  
ensure our financial standing continues to remain strong.

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Hickory Creek Works to Improve Fire  
Suppression in Harbor Grove Addition  

 

The Lake Cities Fire Department has flow 
tested the existing fire hydrant in the     
Harbor Grove Subdivision and the results 
of their tests indicate the hydrant will not 
support fire suppression operations. The 
fire hydrant at the time of testing would 
only provide 300 gallons of water per    
minute (gpm) at 5 psi. There are numerous 
reasons why the hydrant would not be 
used during fire suppression operations 
according to the Lake Cities Fire            

Department. The Fire Department would suppress a typical      
residential house fire with 2-3 attack lines. Each line flows 220 gpm 
at a total requirement of approximately 660 gpm. The minimum 
safe pressure to operate a fire pump is 20 psi. If the static supply 
drops below 20 psi the Fire Department generally looks for another 
water source. As you can see, the fire hydrant in Harbor Grove 
does not meet the gpm requirement or the pressure requirement to 
support fire suppression operations. The fire engines can only 
carry a certain amount of water, 750 to 1,000 gallons each, and 
their supply is depleted within a matter of minutes pumping 660 
gpm suppressing a fire.  
 

With that being said, at the current time, the Lake Cities Fire      
Department would utilize several engines, a ladder truck and a  
water shuttle operation or relay operation to suppress a fire in the 
Harbor Grove Subdivision.  
 

The best option for water supply at this time is a relay pump       
operation from Lake Lewisville. The Fire Department would        
request, from the Lewisville Fire Department, boats to pump water 
to an Engine which would ultimately pump the water to the fire. The 
Fire Department has used this operation in the past at a fire on 
Corp Property in Hickory Creek.  
 

Due to the time factor involved in a mutual aid request and         
response by neighboring locals, the Town of Hickory Creek is   
looking and exploring possibilities to improve water accessibility in 
the Harbor Grove Subdivision thereby saving time and making the 
water supply more readily available to the Lake Cities Fire         
Department. This would improve their fire suppression operations 
and their ability to provide fire suppression in the event of a fire in 
the Harbor Grove Subdivision.  
 

Ways to improve the water supply have involved looking at the    
inoperable water well and tower on Corp property in Hickory Creek 
Park, exploring the possibility of pouring a concrete slab to support 
the weight of the fire engines to enable them to access pump boats 
from Lewisville lake. The Town has explored the idea of a pump 
line running down and into the lake which could be accessed next 
to the road at Harbor Lane Park. 
 

We will continue our efforts in looking for a viable solution to      
improve water accessibility for fire suppression in the Harbor Grove 
Subdivision.

HICKORY CREEK ANIMAL SHELTERé2009 Facts

The animal shelter serves its citizens by housing stray and abandoned animals of the community.  The Animal 
Welfare Board is proud of the shelterôs  accomplishments for 2009.  The animal control officer and the board 
worked to adopt out the majority of the animals housed in the shelter. Volunteers  donated thousands of hours 
to foster the animals, care for them at the shelter and contribute to fund-raising efforts for the new shelter. 
 

How many animals did the shelter take in during 2009? What happened to these animals?  
In 2009, 117 animals were impounded and 46 were released to the shelter by Hickory Creek owners or people 
who found animals in Hickory Creek.  For the total year, 66 animals were adopted, and 54 were transferred to 
rescue groups. The shelter has an excellent reputation with rescue groups, so we are fortunate that these 
groups take so many of our shelter animals.  Adoption events, along with listings on PetFinder, help us find 
adoptive homes for many of our animals.  The shelter does not take in animals from other communities, but we 
have good success with people from outside Hickory Creek coming to our shelter to adopt animals. 
 

The Hickory Creek animal shelter does not euthanize animals when it runs out of room. Due to the many     
active foster families, our overcrowding is often helped by foster families pitching in to take  animals home until 
the animals are adopted.  Hickory Creek has a ñlow-killò policy, in that animals are euthanized only if they are 
too sick or too aggressive to safely adopt out to homes. 
 

Volunteers donate thousands of hours.  In 2009, volunteer hours logged in at over 32,000 hours.             
Volunteers came to the shelter to bathe the animals, play with them, clean their cages and walk the dogs.  
Foster families took home cats and dogs to give them temporary homes until they were adopted. There were 
over 31,200 hours donated by foster families. 
 

When the shelter is closed for a holiday or on weekends, volunteers often worked in place of paid shelter 
workers, saving the city in excess of $12,000 in overtime pay.  Volunteers also help with adoption and town 
events that feature the shelter animals.  Volunteers serve on the Animal Welfare Board to advise the town on 
animal-related policies and procedures, raise funds for special medical needs and the new shelter and help 
educate the community about  animals. 
 
Thanks to our local vet, all animals get vet care before they are adopted out.   We are grateful to Dr. Eddy 
and her staff at Corinth Vet Clinic.  They provide all shelter animals with an examination,  vaccinations, and 
sterilization before adoption.  Hickory Creek is getting an excellent reputation for a place where healthy       
animals can be adopted, and Corinth Vet Clinic is a big part of our success. 
 

How can you help?   Volunteers are always welcome at the shelter.  We also need people to expand our    
network of foster homes, to work at adoption events, and to donate funds for special medical needs and for the 
new helter.  The Animal Welfare Board also seeks new members for the board.  If you want to join a great 
group of volunteers and help the homeless animals in Hickory Creek, contact Ken Lowrie, Animal Control     
Officer, 940-465-7444 (kenneth.lowrie@hickorycreek-tx.gov.).
