This Household Hazardous Waste Collection 
Event is a shared effort between the Upper 
Trinity  Regional Water District and the Town 
of Hickory Creek. The district provides this 
collection program to communities that have 
contracted with them for participation. 
 

As a participant in the program, our community can take advantage of this 
opportunity to dispose of household hazardous waste, such as paint,    
cleaning compounds, insecticides, and herbicides, in a safe and               
environmentally responsible manner. Collection events such as these help 
keep pollutants out of our community waterways, drinking water sources, 
and landfills. 
 

For your safety and to make the collection of materials more efficient, we 
request that you take these precautions prior to bringing materials to the  
collection site: 
 

¶ If a product is still usable, try to give it to someone who can use it. It is 
not ñwasteò if it is something someone can use! 

¶ Please bring liquid paint sorted by type (latex, oil-based, lead-based, etc. 
¶ Please keep chemicals in their containers. Place broken or leaking    

containers inside a second container of like materials (e.g., glass for        
corrosives, metal for flammables) and label properly. 

¶ If container has no label and its contents are known, please place a label 
on the container clearly stating the contents. 

¶ DO NOT transport chemicals in the passenger compartment of your   
vehicle. Put them in the trunk or bed of your truck. 

 
UNACCEPTABLE MATERIALS:  Ammunition, Explosives, Propane/Butane 
Cylinders, Medical Waste, Radioactive material, Tires, Business waste. 
 

ACCEPTABLE MATERIALS:   Acids, Aerosol Cans, Antifreeze, Batteries 
(car and household), Brake Fluid, Craft Chemicals, Hobby Chemicals,     
Degreasers. Drain Cleaners, Fertilizers, Fluorescent Lights, Fungicides, 
Gasoline, Herbicides, Household Cleaners, Items with Mercury, Motor Oil, 
Oil Filters, Paints/Stains/Varnishes, Paint Thinners, Pest Strips, Pesticides, 
Pharmaceuticals, Photo Chemicals, Pool Chemicals, Solvents and Fuel. 
 

IMPORTANT:  To participate in this event, each household must obtain a 
Hazardous Waste Voucher from Town Hall during normal business hours, 
Monday through Thursday, 7:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. or Friday  7:30 a.m. to 
noon prior to May 10th. The first 40 vouchers will be paid by the Town of 
Hickory Creek. All other vouchers will be charged $80 per household.

Spring is fast approaching, and more and more Hickory 
Creek Citizens are out enjoying the sunshine with their 
friend, their dog.  Did you know that Hickory Creek has a 
leash law?  Remember to leash your dog so that you, 
your dog, and other neighborhood dogs are safe during 
your outing.  Unattended dogs running loose can be   
dangerous to both you and your canine companion.  So 
be considerate of others and snap a strong leash on your 
dogôs collar before you take your stroll and encourage 
your neighbors to do the same.  Adhere to the Town 
leash law to avoid unpleasant and unsafe situations and 
give everyone a chance to enjoy their walk! 
 

Dogs can make great companions for children.             
Unfortunately, some children have been the victims of 
dog bites. Dogs will bite when afraid, threatened, when 
theyôre in physical pain or trained to be aggressive.  
Sometimes they will bite to protect their food, toys or    
territory.  They respond quickly to sudden noise and 
movement.  Unknowingly, very young children can trigger 
those behaviors.  Help prevent children from being the 
victims of dog bites by teaching them to: 
 

*Never hurt, tease or take things from a dog 
*Never bother a dog while he is eating or sleeping 
*Never try to stop a dogfight 
*Let a dog give the first sign of friendship by smelling the 
childôs closed hand 
 

Of course, parents should never leave an infant or toddler 
alone with a dog. 
 

When parents teach these safety rules to children, they 
can enjoy many years of rewarding experiences with a 
family pet.

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Residential Road Improvements Now Underway  
 

Road improvements utilizing the $2.75 million road bond funds are 
now underway.  In the first phase, $537,047 is being spent to       
reconstruct roads in the Harbor Grove subdivision on the west side of 
town.  Heavy equipment has begun removing and milling up the old 
roads and a new base will be poured soon.   
 

The Town recently hired a part-time road inspector to help oversee 
the road projects. His name is Michael (Mike) Nance and he is retired 
from the City of Carrollton.  He will be responsible for overseeing the 
daily aspects of the road project and communicating with residents 
during the various project phases.   

The Town Council has  
recently advertised for 
bids for the East Side 
Road Improvements and 
will be opening bids and 
selecting a contractor in 
the upcoming months.  
An estimated $1.5-$1.8 
million will be spent     
reconstructing roads in 
the Hickory Hi l ls ,      
Lakewood Gardens and 
Royal Oaks Subdivisions.
