EDC Funds Development of Mixed Use Zoning Ordinance

In April of last year, Hickory Creek took the first step on a journey to bring our vision of a Town Center to a
reality when the Hickory Creek EDC directed GSBS Arc
consultant Barry Steele to conduct a Town Center Design Charrette. They met with every landowner and

many businesses within the area of development and solicited input for the Town Center.

A joint meeting of the Town Council, EDC and Planning & Zoning Commission was then held later that same
week to present the Design Charrette results. The results ended up expanding the total area of study in
Hickory Creek to 115 acres. We believe this area will form the eventual core of Hickory Creek.

Feedback from landowners, businesses, and the
public during this Design Charrette created a
