Council Reaffirms Ethic Policy and Creates Ethics Board  

The Hickory Creek Town Council approved an ethics ordinance to formalize and 
consolidate regulations pertaining to the code of ethics. After realizing the code 
of ethics adopted last year had no enforcement provisions, an Ethics Board was 
also formed to establish enforcement and penalty provisions and facilitate the 
investigation of complaints regarding alleged violations.  
 

Mayor Pro-Tem Richard Baker declared, òThe policy is not doing what we 
wanted it to do and is meaningless without enforcement. I want the council to 
act to bring the town up to a level comparable with other towns that do have 
such a policy.ò 
 

The new board would not be able to recommend removing council members 
from office or deliver monetary penalties for violations of the code. 
 

Council created this ordinance for the purpose of encouraging and fostering 
honesty and ethical behavior in the operation of local government and to ensure 
the mayor, council, liaisons and advisory board members work for the common 
good of the people of the Town of Hickory Creek and not for any private or per-
sonal interest. 
 

The code states that the mayor, council, liaisons and advisory board members 
shall refrain from abusive conduct, personal charges or verbal attacks upon the 
character or motives of other members of the town council, boards, commis-
sions, committees, staff or the public and that the mayor, council, liaisons and 
advisory board members duties shall be performed in accordance with the proc-
esses and rules of order established by the Town Council.  
 

The code spells out requirements on how communication is to be conducted 
and how decisions shall be made. Issues such as conduct of members, respect 
for process, conduct of public meetings, conflict of interests, use of public re-
sources, and appearance of impropriety, among others. 
 

Provisions for enforcement and penalty are the most noteworthy differences in 
this document and the original code of ethics policy. 
 

Enforcement  
 

The new ordinance spells out the enforcement provisions and assigns primary 
responsibility for enforcement to the Town Council. According to the ordinance, 
the four options for processing Code violation complaints are:

On July 6, 2007, Lake Lewisville rose to an elevation level of 526.21, ten feet below the record high level of 
536.46 reached on November 1, 1981. All boat ramps in the parks were submerged during the recent rains 
and the parks are closed due to high water levels and unsafe conditions. 
 

The picture above shows the Arrowhead Park leg B boat ramp area. Only the tops of the trees, the boat 
ramp light and the ñNo Parkingò sign are visible. Boat houses and boat dock are accessible only by boat or 
swimming. Since July 6th the water level has begun to subside, receding approximately four foot each 
month. At this rate, the ramps will begin to open again in four to six weeks. A cleanup will be scheduled in 
September to remove the debris along the shoreline.
