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Town Administrator Resigns  
 

Hickory Creek Town Administrator Mike Deason 
voluntarily resigned his position July 25, 2008. In a      
special called session, Monday the Town Council 
voted to accept Deasonôs resignation, approved a 
severance package and named Police Chief Roger 
Mangum as the interim town administrator.  
 

Deason was hired in April 2006 following a six-
month search for a town administrator. He was 
chosen unanimously by the Hickory Creek Town 
Council to fill the vacancy left by former Police 
Chief and part-time town administrator Eddie   
Musgrave who retired in October 2005. 
 

The Town will continue to move forward, and obviously I wish Mike the best in his 
future,ò Baker said. 
 

Deasonôs first day at town hall was April 17, 2006. Deason initially accepted a            
compensation package of $75,000 annually. In January 2007 the Hickory Creek 
Town Council voted unanimously to approve a 12-month contract for Deason, but 
the contract was not renegotiated in 2008, therefore Deason worked without a 
contract. 
 

Deasonôs duties included daily operations at Town Hall including employee    
management, budget analysis and preparation, as well as long range planning 
and economic development administration. 
 

The Mayor and Council expressed a high level of confidence in Mangumôs ability 
to manage town employees and oversee the town operations. 
 

ñChief Mangum is one of the best things that has happened to our town, and I 
know he will do a great job on whatever we ask of him,ò Councilman Richard 
Baker said. According to Baker, the council will determine the direction to        
proceed with a town administrator at some point in the future, 
 

ñWe have plans to discuss a new direction, but we just donôt have anything     
specific to share at this point, but we feel good about where we are right now,ò 
Baker added.

Residential Road Improvements Continue  
 

Road improvements utilizing the $2.75 million road bond funds are 
moving forward.  In the first phase, $537,047 was spent to reconstruct 
roads in the Harbor Grove subdivision on the west side of town. The 
final ñpunch listò, including cleaning up and seeding will be complete by 
the end of August. 
 

Ellard Road was rebuilt using concrete because of the heavy truck    
traffic to and from the gas well on the south end of the road.   

 

This spring the Hickory Creek 
Economic Development Corporation approved funding for the widening 
of Ronald Reagan Ave.  Council then approved Gilco Contracting as     
authorized contractor to proceed with paving improvements for Ronald 
Reagan Avenue not to exceed $111,852.50. Ronald Reagan Boulevard 
was then widened from Point Vista Road north for about 800 feet to the 
south side of the Primrose school. 
 

In the last few months the work has moved to Robins Nest Dr. on the 
east side of town where the sidewalks and street are very near        
completion. How wonderful

Heavy equipment has moved to Live Oak Lane where the street is    
being prepared for a new surface. Work on Lakewood Dr. will begin in 
mid September before moving to Indian Trail and Arrowhead Circle.  
 

Town Council awarded the East side paving contract to Dirtco dba 
Styles Contracting, total price not to exceed $1,635,533.05 for            
reconstructing roads in the Hickory Hills, Lakewood Gardens and Royal 
Oaks Subdivisions.  
 

 All road work is scheduled to be complete by the end of December 2008.  
 

Jeffrey McSpedden will continue to be responsible for overseeing the daily aspects of the road project and 
communicating with residents during the various project phases.
