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EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS 

Homeland Security, FEMA and emergency services have been encouraging communities and families       

throughout the country to prepare for emergencies and disasters but the conclusion is, that we are   seriously 

lacking in readiness. 

Disasters disrupt hundreds of thousands of lives every year .  Each disaster has lasting effects-people are       

seriously injured, many are killed and property damage runs into the billions of dollars. If a disaster occurs in 

your community,  local government, police, fire departments and disaster relief organizations try to help you,  but 

you need to be ready as well. Local responders may not be able to reach you immediately, or they may need to 

focus their efforts elsewhere. 

Being prepared and understanding what to do can reduce  fear, anxiety and losses that accompany disasters.  

Communities, families and individuals should know what to do in a fire , tornado, flood ,or accidental disaster.  

They should be ready to evacuate their homes, take refuge in public shelters and know how to  care for their   

basic medical needs. As you ponder this information, let us list some facts and questions. 

Do you know that if a disaster is wide spread, it could take up to seventy two hours before you get assistance? 

Do you know what to do with your pets in a disaster and what provisions have been made for them by         

emergency services? 

Do you keep an adequate supply of water on hand in case of emergency?  Water is absolutely essential, even 

more than food which can be rationed. 

Do you have and maintain battery operated equipment such as radios, flashlights, and weather monitors? Do 

you have an adequate supply of various size batteries,  which is also essential? 

Do you have fire extinguishers and are they the right ones for various types of fires? 

Do you know how to shelter in place if it becomes necessary? This would include a family plan, sleeping gear, 

various tools and supplies as it may be awhile before help arrives. 

Do you know the concept of uphill-upwind , what it means and why? 

Did you know that a group of volunteer first responders, some from you neighborhoods are trained and         

constantly training to help out in disasters but more people are still needed? 

Do you know what an emergency medical POD is ? and where would your neighborhood would stage in an 

emergency? 

The list could go on but whatever is said needs to make a difference. We have all read or witnessed what can 

happen during a disaster.  Often times a disaster can create another disaster such as happened with hurricane 

Katrina. We know that first responders were overwhelmed, communication was disrupted and planning was very 

difficult due to lack of knowledge, However, in each case, lives could have been saved, property loss could have 

been lessened and would have been more successful had emergency preparedness been a priority in those 

communities. The bottom line is are you ready to safely provide for yourself , your loved ones and assist others if 

possible? In conclusion, would you be interested in receiving information and education on this subject? The 

Lake Cities community leadership is in the process of planning an emergency  preparedness fair which provides 

experts to  assist and educate families about resources and their role in a disaster.  

The Emergency Preparedness Fair has been scheduled for October 3rd from 9am till 3pm in the Wall Mart   

parking lot.
