Hickory Creek to Adopt 
Sycamore Bend Park  
 

The Town of Hickory Creek is 
poised to lease one of the largely 
abandoned and little known areas 
around Hickory Creekôs beautiful  
shoreline.  
 
On the morning of November 20th 
John Mathney,  Corps of            
Engineers Natural Resource     
Specialist; Jeffrey McSpedden, 
Director of Public Works; Roger  Mangum, Chief of Police/ Town Administrator; 
George Stowe and Linda Fulfer, Parks & Recreations Board met at the park to 
do an inventory of amenities in preparation to execute a lease  agreement.  
 
There was a time when Sycamore Bend Park was alive with swimming,     
camping, boating, picnicking and high profile bass tournaments, but those were 
times when the lake was new and the Army Corps of Engineers had the funds 
and the manpower to maintain Lake Lewisville's Parks in top condition. In the 
last few years, Sycamore Bend Park has been closed and unsupervised much 
of the time and in the last few months the campground restroom was destroyed 
by fire.

Times have changed along with the Corps strategic    
direction toward Homeland Security, military missions 
and disaster assistance. In order to continue to provide 
the public with high-quality recreation opportunities     
despite diminishing budgets and resources, the Army 
Corps of Engineers have leased thirteen parks around 
Lake Lewisville to local municipalities. Hickory Creek  
currently leases Arrowhead Park, Point Vista Park, and 
Harbor Lane Park. Westlake, Oakland Park and Hickory 
Creek Park are still managed on a day-to-day basis by 
the Corps of Engineers, continuing to provide the nation 
with safe, affordable recreation. Hickory Creek Park is a 
very popular local camping destination.  
 
The Hickory Creek Parks and Recreations Board        
believes that Sycamore Bend Park could be brought 
back to its former condition as a highly sought after   
destination, both improving the quality of life for our     
citizenôs and bringing in resources to help fund future 
park improvements. 
 
ñWe could begin clearing and start restorations right 
away  allowing us to complete them and have the gates 
open for visitors next springò, said Jeffrey McSpedden.  
ñWe will need volunteer help to clear the brush, and 
weeds to get ready for the park opening and to maintain 
our  shoreline parks,ò stated Chief Mangum. Volunteer 
Adopt-a-Park or Adopt-a-Trail programs will be offered 
as part of Public Works and Parks & Recreation.  
 
Sycamore Bend is open between April 1 and September 
30 of each year. Entry into the park is not permitted     
during October 1 to March 31 except by special          
permission. The park will be open year round when the 
town of Hickory Creek assumes park management.
