Believe it or not, most insects are good
the door open for millions of bad bugs, which now have no natural enemies. These

"bad" bugs can cause real damage (cutworms munching on your plants, for
instance), or can be bothersome (as with aphids, "honeydew" dripping on your car).

For best results, avoid using synthetic, non-selective bug Killers.

Yes, maybe there are little bugs on the leaves of your roses, but do you really know

if theydre vital to the plantdés health? |

witness nature doing her best work. Ladybugs and lacewings are eating aphids by

the thousands, birds are eating caterpillars, and microscopic wasps are Killing
borers. Microscopic worms in the soil kill termites and help plants grow. Birds,
butterflies and rabbits have nothing unnatural to fear.

Beneficial insects need flowering herbs, wildflowers and flowering shrubs as a
source of nectar and pollen. Spiderwort, goldenrod, clovers, lantana, sunflowers, thyme, fennel, asters,
coreopsis, yarrow and gaillardia are just a few of the plants that provide food and shelter for beneficial insects.
Also, | strongly recommend the use of native Texas plants in your landscape (due to genetics, our birds and
butterflies recognize these before theyoll visit a pl

The most commonly introduced beneficial insect is the ladybird beetle or ladybug. Ladybugs come in many

colors (red, yellow, orange, gray, black), and feed mostly on aphids, but frequently on thrips, scale insects,
meal ybugs, whiteflies and mites, too. After you buy
gently laying them at the base of aphid-infested plants. Spray your plants, first, with water, liquid seaweed or
sugar-water, to give the ladybugs nourishment during the evening. With this help, each adult ladybug will eat

about 5,000 aphids. They also lay eggs on the outside of leaves; the dark, flightless larvae will each eat 50 or

60 aphids per day. Release about 1,500 ladybugs per 1,000 square feet of vegetation, spreading it over a

three week period. Many stores sell packages of ladybugs, but avoid buying ones that are just sitting on store
counters at room temperature ? the bugs may be dead.

Hickory Creek Junk Motor Vehicle Ordinance Updated

At its January meeting, the Hickory Creek Town Council voted to make
changes to its Junk Motor Vehicle ordinance.

A junk motor vehicle is any self-propelled vehicle that does not have valid
state required stickers attached and is inoperable, wrecked or dismantled or
any vehicle that is so badly damaged that its only remaining value is as
scrap material. Any vehicle meeting these criteria that can be seen from a
public place is in violation. Vehicles stored in enclosed buildings and those
that can not be seen from a public place are exempt. There are also
detailed exceptions for cars belonging to active duty military and special
interest or antique vehicles. In the recent update, definition of antique was
changed from 35 years old to 25 years to reflect changes in the Texas
statute.

Once notified of a violation, the owner of the vehicle has 10 days to remove the vehicle, store it legally or
prove the vehicle is operable. Failure to do so within the time limit will result in the issuance of citations and
possible removal by the Town at the ownerds expense.
