Town of Hickory Creek Financial Audit  
 

On an annual basis, the Town of Hickory Creek hires the 
services of Hankins, Eastup, Deaton, Tonn & Seay    
Certified Public Accountants to audit our townôs financial 
statements. The audit is conducted in accordance with 
auditing standards and generally  accepted in the United 
States of America and Government Auditing Standards, 
issued by the Comptroller General of the United States. 
The audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence         
supporting the amounts and disclosures in the basic  
financial statements.  

 

Financial Highlights: 
The assets of the Town of Hickory Creek exceeded its liabilities at September 

30, 2009 by $4,687,592. Of this amount, $1,082,849 may be used to meet 
the governmentôs ongoing obligations to citizens and creditors. 

The Townôs total net assets increased by $265,771. 
As of September 30, 2009, the Town of Hickory Creekós governmental funds  

reported combined ending fund balances of $3,409,129, a decrease of 
$1,248,071 in comparison with the beginning of the period. Approximately 32 
percent of this total amount, $1,080,958, is available for spending at the  
governmentôs discretion (unreserved fund balance). 

At the end of the current period, unreserved fund balance for the general fund 
was $1,080,958 or 36.7 percent of the total general fund expenditures. 

The Townôs total debt decreased by $336,362 during the current year. No new 
debt was incurred during the year.  
 

Our Town continues to prosper while other towns and cities see declines in their 
sales tax revenues and budgets. At the end of this exhausting audit, Hickory 
Creek has a positive change in fund balance of $108,546.  This gives the Town 
almost 4 months of reserves on hand. In addition, our December sales tax      
revenues are up over last year! 
 

The highlights above exhibit the planning performed on a yearly basis to keep our 
Town in the financial black. I would like to thank the Council, City Manager, and all 
Town employees for doing a spectacular job of managing their responsibilities.  
We will continue to scrutinize all costs to ensure our Town prospers well into the 
future.

Burglary of Motor Vehicle  
 

Donôt become a victim of a burglary of a 
motor vehicle.  The following statistics are 
given in the hope of raising the awareness 
of this crime and how you can protect your 
valuables.  Burglary of a motor vehicle is 
one of, if not the most frequent crime on 
our town. 
 

In 2009 the Hickory Creek Police Depart-
ment investigated 40 reported burglary of 
motor vehicle incidents.  Of those 40     
incidents: 

¶ 12 were incidents involving visible 

handbags, purses, briefcases, or        
backpacks 

¶ 18 were incidents involving visible  

electronic devices, stereo equipment or 
tools 

¶ 10 were incidents involving visible 

cash, change, or recently purchased items 
in bags 
 

The method of entry may surprise 
you.  When comparing methods of entry, 7 
were found to be window breakage, 10  
incidents involved vehicles where the door 
locks or handles  were damaged in forced 
entry, and 23 were reported as the owner 
k n o win g l y  l e a v in g  t h e  d o o rs 
unlocked.  Electronics such as GPS      
devices, stereo equipment, iPods, and  
laptop computers in plain sight are the 
most commonly stolen items as they are 
easily sold by the thief.  Visible cash, 
change, tools, and items in department 
store bags that have recently been        
purchased and left in a vehicle are also 
prime targets. 
 

Here at the Hickory Creek Police Depart-
ment, we conduct routine patrols in the 
parking lots and neighborhoods, 24 hours 
a day, in an attempt to reduce the number 
of these crimes. We respond to and      
thoroughly investigate any information that 
is reported to us by the public.  Following 
are some very simple, yet effective, things 
you as citizens can do to help reduce the 
number of these crimes in our town:

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Hickory Creek Passes Sex Offender Ordinance  
 

In 1997, the Texas State Legislature began passing new laws 
outlining the restrictions judges could impose on released sexual 
offenders.  Over the past few years, a growing number of Texas 
municipalities have adopted these laws into their own Code of 
Ordinances.  
 

At the January Town Council meeting Hickory Creek joined those 
cities.  The new restrictions, modeled after the Texas state law, 
prohibit a person, required to register with the state as a sexual 
offender for crimes against children, from establishing a new  
temporary or permanent residence within 2000 ft of an area 
where children gather.  In addition, registered offenders are not 
allowed, under most circumstances, to be within a 2000 foot    
radius of a child safety area.  The new ordinance also makes it 
unlawful to rent property to those listed on the Texas Department 
of Public Safetyôs Sex Offender Database.  Child safety areas 
include schools, playgrounds, day cares, arcades and any other 
area whose activities are intended mainly for minors under 17 
years of age.  The new law does not apply to registrants who 
have already made Hickory Creek their home.   
 

The current list of child safety zones includes areas indicated on 
this map: 

The new ordinance is intended to better protect the children of 
Hickory Creek.

¶    ALWAYS LOCK YOUR CAR & 
ROLL UP THE WINDOWS!! Burglary is 
a crime of opportunity.   
 

Many would-be thieves are not going to 
take the time or the chance of breaking 
into a locked vehicle 
 

In 2009 about one third of the reported 
burglaries may have been avoided or 
that number significantly reduced simply 
by the owners securing their vehicle. 
 

¶ NEVER LEAVE VALUABLES IN 
PLAIN SIGHT!! Take the extra seconds 
to place valuables under your seat or in 
your trunk.  Always take your purse,   
wallet, and cell phones with you.  Never 
leave credit cards or important papers in 
your vehicle. 
 

¶ PARK YOUR VEHICLE INSIDE 
YOUR GARAGE! !  People are most 
comfortable at their homes, therefore are 
more likely to forget to lock their vehicle 
doors or leave valuables in plain sight.  
Most vehicle burglaries are fast paced 
crimes that occur in easily accessible 
areas of low visibility and high             
opportunity, making your driveway a 
prime target for would be burglars. 
 

Look out for each other. Report any   
suspicious activity or suspicious people 
that you observe in a parking lot or in 
your neighborhood to the Police          
Department. We can be reached 24 
hours a day at (940) 349-1600.  If you 
are witnessing a burglary or feel you are 
in an emergency situation, dial 911. 
 

To aid the police in the recovery of stolen 
property, we recommend that you keep 
an inventory list of your valuables.  The 
list should include the name brands of 
your valuables, the serial numbers, and 
model numbers.  This applies to stereos, 
stereo accessories, cameras, cell 
phones, etc.  Bank account and credit 
card information should also be          
recorded.  Keep this list in a locked area 
in your residence and update it regularly. 
 

Remember, if you become a victim, call 
the police immediately!
