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Hickory Creek Adds Playground in Arrowhead Park  

A new playground was recently installed at Arrowhead Park that will 
give families even more reason to visit the park. Word spread fast and 
children were already breaking it in the day after it was installed.      
Arrowhead Park is obviously a great location for a playground in the 
town of Hickory Creek. 
 

The Hickory Creek Parks & Recreation and the Hickory Creek        
Economic Development Corporation purchased the playground for 
$29,000. 
 

The playground includes  four new slides, multi-level platforms, a       
tic-tac-toe game, several climbing and covered play areas, a        
megaphone and a firemanôs pole.   

Automated Pay Station For Arrowhead Park.  

According to Councilman and Parks & Recreation Board liaison, 
Paul Kenney, the Parks and Recreation Board invested about 
$14,000 on a pay station and will most likely install it after the  
holiday season ends. 

Paul Kenney explains ñThe new pay station would make it easier 
on boaters wishing to access Lewisville lake via the boat ramp at 
the end of Arrowhead  Park. Right now Arrowhead Park is based 
on the honor system and based on a hand written permit being 
placed in the front window of your automobile.ò 

ñWhen using the daily fee system, people must fill out the forms 
themselves, facing  the possibility of being without correct change, 
the required form or a pen to write with,ò says Kenney. It will be 
easier for people to pay and easier for passes to go on the     
windshield,ò he said.  

The machine will take exact cash, debit cards and credit cards. It 
transmits credit and debit data wirelessly and will not have the   
capability to give change. Boaters may choose to purchase a an-
nual permit either at the ticket machine, on-line, or at town hall.  

Question:  Does mistletoe harm a 
shade tree? How can I get rid of 
it?  

Answer:  Mistletoe is a parasitic 
plant. As such, it can definitely 
hurt your trees as it develops its 
roots into the wood of the 
branches and sucks the very life 
from them. Unfortunately, there is 
no chemical spray that will safely 
control it without harming the host 
tree, so pruning is your only good 
solution. Birds carry its sticky 
seeds on their beaks, then wipe 
them off on small twigs. Use a 
pole pruner and its lopping shears 
to trim it out the first winter that 
you see it, while the tree's twigs 
are still very small. If you let it 
grow for several years the roots 
will be far deeper into the limbs 
and you will not be able to remove 
them. By then the branches will be 
several inches in diameter and 
you will probably not want to     
remove them entirely. If you have 
a tree that is totally infested you 
probably should just keep the  
mistletoe trimmed off each winter, 
even though it will come back the 
following spring.  
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
