For the first time many affiliates 
gained an understanding that the efforts of these 
communities, (not affiliates) to involve citizens,  
businesses, schools, local government and youth 
in keeping their city beautiful would earn ten of 
them a share of $2 million in landscaping monies 
from the Texas Department of Transportation.  
 

There is no limit, however, to the number of KTB 
awards that can be submitted each year in the 
youth, education, and beautification categories. 
KTB awards may be submitted by any of our             
communityôs individuals, organizations,         
businesses that educate and engage Texans to 
take responsibility for improving their community 
environment through litter prevention, beautifica-
tion and waste reduction.

Warning for Dog/Cat Owners  
 

Did you know that heartworms  are parasites which infect both dogs and cats, 
and if left untreated, are deadly for your pet?  Dogs and cats are infected with 
heartworms through mosquito bites , and it takes only one infected mosquito to 
infect the animal. Some people mistakenly think that thick-furred dogs cannot 
be infected, but they are often infected by a bite on the nose.  Your dog may be 
healthy, but mosquitoes can spread the disease from your neighborôs dog to 

yours.  The Hickory Creek Animal Services staff and the Animal Welfare Board volunteers have witnessed 
several shelter dogs this year suffering from heartworm disease, all  because the dogsô previous owners 
never took preventative measures to keep their pet healthy. 
 

Heartworm treatment is extremely costly to pet owners and very uncomfortable for the dog. At present, 
there is no treatment for cats.  If left untreated, all heartworm-infected pets will die because the worms   
literally choke the animalôs heart.  In the latter stage of disease, dog owners will see their pet become 
weaker and weaker and then begin to cough. Cat owners may simply see their pet go into seizures and die 
suddenly. 
 

The good news for pet owners is that heartworm disease is 100% preventable. Your local veterinarian can      
perform a quick and simple blood test to test for this parasite and then advise you on the best preventive 
care.  It is very important to test the pet first before administering any medical preventive care 
because an infected animal can die from the preventative itself.  If your pet is not currently on 
heart-worm preventatives, please talk to your veterinarian soon. Prevention is easy and 
cheap, and your beloved pet deserves a long, happy life free of heartworm parasites.
