I-35E Middle Section Fully Funded -  
Managed Lanes not the usual HOV / Toll Lanes  

The Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) is moving 
forward with the middle segment of proposed main lane              
improvements and construction of Managed High Occupancy 
Vehicle (HOV) lanes along an approximate 12.1 mile section of 
Interstate Highway 35E from President George Bush Tollway 
(PGBF) to FM 2181 located within Denton County.  

The new managed lanes will not be the usual HOV or toll lane as we know it today.  
The term managed lanes. encompasses all types of lane management strategies 
and pricing by occupancy, time of day, congestion level, etc. Managed lane    
strategies are determined by the Regional Transportation Council (RCT). Details 
on the managed lane strategy can be found on the North Central Texas Council of     
Governments web site at www.nctcog.org/trans/presentat ions/
trtc_ManagedLanes_030409.PDF.  

Only the managed lanes will be tolled. Everyone will still have eight main lanes of      
freeway that is not tolled.  

The project is divided into three segments, approximately 28 miles total. The    
sections are known as the North, Middle and South. The segment from PGBT to 
FM 2181 (including Lake Dallas and Hickory Creek) is the middle segment. 
ñConstruction of the middle segment will be fully funded with existing revenue  
already identified for the project and revenue generated from the managed lanes. 
Construction will begin in 2011 with completion expected in 2015ò said John      
Polster, Denton County Transportation Consultant. Furthermore, he stated that 
right-of-way acquisition will begin very quickly once the project is environmentally 
cleared. TxDot is currently stating that that will be by the first of next year. The 
north and south segments are expected to begin in 2015 and 2017 respectively.  

If the contract is awarded (which Mr. Polster is predicting) similar to the recent 
North Tarrant Express project, it will be awarded as a Concession under a      
Comprehensive Development Agreement (CDA).  A private-sector group would 
then plan, finance, design, construct, operate and maintain the I-35E Middle     
Section.  The contractor gets paid via the tolls from the managed lanes, so they 
are highly motivated to move through the right-of-way land acquisition and utility 
relocation phases very quickly because they donôt receive revenue until            
construction is complete.

In a landslide election , Eric Wiser took place five in Hickory Creek from opponent Randy Wahl. Lynn Clark 
took place one and Chris Gordon took place three, uncontested. 
 

Essentially the landscape of the council won't change much with incumbents taking their spots back. Wiser 
defeated Wahl's 37 votes by a large margin, garnering 302 votes. 
 

"I'm excited," Wiser said. "I'm glad that the citizens turned out to vote and I'm glad that they realized that 
we're moving in a positive direction. I was reelected to help continue that." 
 

Now that he's won, Wiser said he plans to work with the council to wrap up drainage issues, keep up with 
the widening of Interstate Highway 35 and will make sure the animal shelter continues to offer service. 
 

"We'll continue to keep taxes low and make sure we work on our downtown master plan so that we can 
keep taxes low and provide the funding we need for many years to come," he said.

On May 1st a volunteer appreciation picnic was held by the Animal Welfare Board to express appreciation for 
those who worked so hard this last year to make the shelter a success. 

An animal shelter runs not by itself, nor by only one or two people.  Without the citizens that volunteer all of 
the hours that they do, the Hickory Creek Animal Shelter would not be as successful as they are today. Over 
the twelve months of 2008, volunteers have put in over 1800 hours.   

These hours include walking, playing with, and bathing the dogs, and petting the cats and playing with them

Volunteers not only volunteer to work with the animals, they also spend their   
precious hours attending meetings of the Animal Welfare Board, who also give of their 
time and ideas in order to better our shelter.  The homeless animals in Hickory Creek 
have it made, in large part due to the volunteers and their hearts of gold.
