Council Approves Juvenile Curfew  
 

At the February meeting, The Hickory Creek Town Council approved an       
ordinance establishing a juvenile curfew for minors under 17 years of age     
between the hours of 11:00 p.m. on any Sunday through Thursday until 6:00 
a.m. of the following day and 12:01 a.m. until 6:00 a.m. on any Saturday or 
Sunday. This ordinance will be enforced in Hickory Creek beginning the 15th of 
April 2008. 
 

The Town Council recognizes the danger to the safety and security of           
unsupervised minors during certain hours of a day and establishes and enacts 
this ordinance regulating the hours an unsupervised minor under 17 years of 
age may appear in public. This ordinance is written with defined exceptions to 
eliminate undue infringement on their liberty. The Council recognizes that     
although dangerous, certain circumstances may exist that would necessitate a 
minor being in a public place due to an unforeseen combination of                 
circumstances or an emergency. 
 

An emergency is defined as an unforeseen combination of circumstances or 
the resulting state that calls for immediate action. The term includes but is not 
limited to, a fire, a natural disaster, and automobile accident, or any situation 
requiring immediate action to prevent serious bodily injury or loss of life.  
 

Exceptions to the curfew include attending an official school, religious, or other 
recreational activity supervised by adults and sponsored by the Town, a civic 
organization, or another similar entity that takes responsibility for the minor, or 
going to or returning home from, without any detour or stop, an official school, 
religious, or other recreational activity supervised by adults and sponsored by 
the Town, a civic organization, or other similar entity that takes responsibility for 
the minor. Minors in public places accompanying their parent or guardian or on 
an errand at the direction of the minorôs parent or guardian, without any detour 
or stop will be allowed during curfew hours. 
 

Before taking any enforcement action under this article, a police officer shall 
ask the apparent offenderôs age and reason for being in the public place during  
curfew hours.

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Hickory Creek Purchases Property  
 
The Town of Hickory Creek recently purchased land and a home on the city's far east side to use for their 
public works facility and possibly for a new animal shelter. Town officials have known for several years 
they would be required to relocate the public works facility and animal shelter from the current location on   
I-35E due to Texas Department of Transportation's major expansion of the highway. 
 
"We have been looking for property for some time, and with the voters having approved a bond last May 
for a new facility, we really needed to get something done," Hickory Creek Mayor John Smith said. "This is 
a great location for us. It is removed from our commercial area and yet has a Main Street address," Smith 
said. 
 
The property the Town purchased is located at 970 Main Street just past Hook Street directly across the 
road from King Brothers Storage near Westlake Park at Lewisville Lake. 
 
The property consists of 5.88 acres and includes a 3500 square foot house with an in ground pool. The 
Town intends to use the house for offices and meeting space for the public works department and          
according to Councilman Chris Gordon, the use of the pool is still undetermined. 
 
"I really don't know what could be done with the pool, but that is one thing we will need to decide as a 
council," Gordon said. 
 
According to Gordon and Smith, the Town used one half of the public works bond money, approximately 
$225,000, for the purchase and added an additional $200,00 from the general fund for the remainder of 
the purchase price. Smith said the Town will use the remainder of the bond money for building a climate-
controlled shop where public works employees can store and repair equipment needed for the Town. 
 
Gordon credits Mayor Smith and Councilman Baker for finding the property and bringing the deal to the 
council for approval.  
 
According to Smith, the Town will work quickly to move 
the public works department over to the new property, 
and will discuss an array of possibilities for the property. 
 
Gordon said the Town expects a payment for the I-35E 
property in June or July for TxDOT's right of way take and 
those funds will help in paying for a new shelter. "We 
have been told we would be at the top of the list for    
payment because they know it will take us longer to      
relocate an animal shelter than, lets say, a typical      
business or residence," Gordon said.
