We are still mindful that the town needs to perform a balancing act, making ordinances that are flexible
enough to be desirable to lure potential developers and retailers, while still being just strict enough to
maintain the country-suburban look and feel of Hickory Creek.

After many months of working with the Planning and Zoning Commission, the two major landowners and
our architectural design firm, we have accomplished that balancing act. We look forward to next month for
the Planning and Zoning Commission and Town Council to formally review and adopt the ordinance.

This new zoning ordinance will codify standards for the Town Center development. However, a
Development Strategy is next needed to direct application of the ordinance regulatory standards, prioritize
future projects, direct public improvements, and identify funding strategies and incentives for public/private
partnerships.

We will be working on this over the next 14 i 18 weeks. Once completed, the Development Strategy will
be the final process put in place preparatory to development in the Town Center. The Hickory Creek EDC
will then begin actively marketing our concept to commercial, residential and retail prospects and
developers in partnership with the landowners to secure a big box anchor that will start the development of
our Town Center.
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
