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Baker Honored in Hickory Creek  
 

Hickory Creek Mayor Pro-Tem Richard Baker was      
recently selected by his fellow council members as the 
Citizen of the Year for 2007.    
 

Council member Lynn Clark said that traditionally, the 
Council has tried to make a policy of not nominating 
Council members for the honor, but in Baker's case,   
however, she believes the award is very fitting.   
 

"When you think of the countless hours Richard Baker 
has spent on the funding issues with the fire department, 
as well as the time he spent addressing other issues, I 
think an exception to the previous guideline is very     
appropriate," Clark said.   
 

"I seriously doubt we could find another citizen who has made this kind of time    
commitment to our Town," Clark added. "I am just so honored to have been          
selected," Baker said.   
 

"We have so many good people here in the Town who have worked very hard and 
are just as deserving," Baker said.   
 

"When people care about a community, they want to get involved, and in my case, it 
is very easy to care about this town. As I said several years back, the company I work 
for allows me to live anywhere I would want, and I wouldn't live anywhere but Hickory 
Creek," Baker said.   
 

"When Debbie and I first came here, we just fell in love with the place," Baker added.  
 

Baker is completing his first term in office and filed for reelection in the May Town 
election. His seat was unchallenged and he will be elected to his second term.  
 

He served the Town as the representative member on the Lake Cities Fire            
Department Board of Directors and was an integral part of creating a funding plan 
and assisted with the transition plan when the City of Corinth negotiated to assume 
ownership of the department.   
 

Baker and his wife Debbie have lived in Hickory Creek since 2002 when their      
Glenview subdivision was built. Baker knows nearly every citizen in the subdivision 
and served as the first homeowner association president for many years.  
 

When the garage door of his home is open, as it frequently can be found, neighbors 
have an understanding that he and Debbie are ready for a chat with neighbors and 
townspeople.   
 

In his professional life he is employed by Newell Rubbermaid Corporation as a      
national project manager. The Bakers are the proud parents of two children and six 
grandchildren.
