Fifty native Oak trees (Burr, Red, and Live Oak) were also
planted in Arrowhead Park in a joint effort by council,
volunteers and the Hickory Creek Public Works
Department.

For months Jeffrey McSpedden, Public Works Director,
assisted by several volunteers, looked for trees suitable
for reforesting our parks, beautification of our public
areas and offering trees to our citizens. In Mid October,
700 thirty gallon (eight to ten foot) Oak and Chinese
Pistachio trees were purchased and delivered to Hickory
Creek by Jeffrey McSpedden and the Public Works crew.

free trees.

According to Hickory Creek Mayor John Smith, each resident will be able to receive up to two specimen
trees ranging in height of eight to ten feet tall. "These are not small saplings, they are older trees that should
look nice in any yard," Smith said. The varieties available include Live Oak, Burr Oak, Red Oak and Chinese
Pistachio. Senior residents of the town age 65 and older can request delivery of the trees by calling Town

Hall.
