Arbor Day at Tanglewood Park

On Saturday, October 18th the Hickory Creek Parks & Recreation
Board hosted our second annual Arbor Day celebration in
Tanglewood Park, with a little help from Town Council and our
Public Works Department, as part of our Tree City USA urban
forestry program.

Twenty Three volunteers, including public works, council member
and mayor met at the park on a beautiful Saturday morning in
Hickory Creek.. We all gathered around as the Chambersville
Tree Farm folks planted three large Bur Oak trees in Tanglewood
Park. Everyone pitched in and repotted the seedlings and moved
them to their winter home . Approximately a dozen seedlings were
adopted and the rest were lined up in rows and covered with
mulch forming our first little experimental tree farm.

Event attendees all admired the new Bur Oak Trees and our
collection of acorns and were
the acorns to check if they are good for planting. If things go well,
we will have live oak, red oak, Chinese Pistachio, and Chinkapin
seedlings in the spring. Some of our Live Oak acorns have
already begun to sprout.

Approx. 300 acorns were planted in the planters the seedlings
arrived in. The acorns we planted were carefully wrapped with
plastic screen material to prevent the squirrels from taking
advantage of our acorn collection. So far if seems to be working.

The abundance of acorns and knowledge about the acorns
presented an educational opportunity, and two acorn classes
were scheduled at Primrose School to help the young children
learn about the importance of acorns as a food source for wildlife
and as a source of new trees.

All tree planting and beautification work is done by volunteers with
the assistance of our Public Works employees. If you would be
interested in being involved in clean-ups, tree planting /
propagation and beautification projects, please consider joining
our new Keep Hickory Creek Beautiful Group or apply for a seat
on the Hickory Creek Parks and Recreation Board.
