Comprehensive Planners Schedule
Stakeholder Meetings

The Town of Hickory Creek recently decided to create
a new Comprehensive Plan. Increased growth and
recent changes in commercial and residential develop-
ment mean the time is right for the Town to re-examine
strategies and land use choices contained in the
existing Comprehensive Plan, written in 1986. The
new Comprehensive Plan will include a new
community vision for Hickory Creek, taking into consid-
eration changes that have occurred over the last
twenty years. It will serve as a long range planning
tool, which contains new strategies and establishes the
highest and best uses for land as the Town builds out.

In addition to the Comprehensive Plan, the Town will
also prepare a Capital Improvements Plan and Park
Master Plan. The Capital Improvements Plan will
make recommendations for the improvement of the
Townos thoroughfares,
wastewater systems and utilities. The Parks Master
Plan will make recommendations for the improvement

Engineering and GSBS Architecture firms to guide the
Town through the Comprehensive, Capital
Improvements and Parks Master Planning Processes.
